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Dear Residents:

Thank you to everyone who attended the 15th Annual Festival.  I would also like to thank all of those who volunteered their time-employees, trustees, and residents.
First of all, I would like to talk about the grant from Stormwater Management.  We are very close to presenting the initial grant to the residents on Tomahawk Trail and Pontiac Court.  This grant will enable us to purchase their homes, if they wish to do so, giving us the right to demolish them and leave them as open space, similar to what we did with the Arrowhead Park.
Second of all, we were able to meet with FEMA (Federal Emergency Management Agency) since Lake County was declared a Federal Disaster Area for the extreme rainfall in the month of June.  We are hoping that funds will become available to expand the 15” pipe that drains the Arrowhead Retention Pond.  We have had some success with the purchase of a new pump with maintaining the level of the pond.  Being that this is the lowest part of the village, this will always be a problem area and we hope to make it better for the people who live in that area.
I would also like to tell you about 2 restoration projects that are going to begin shortly:  First is the retention pond on Huron Hills and second is the pond on Chippewa. We will be restoring the shoreline at these ponds.  We also have installed two aerators in both Mohican ponds, and there is one more to be installed behind Seneca Trail. The Village Board and I are committed to maintaining the appearance of all retention ponds in the Village of Round Lake Heights.  
I would like to thank the residents on Tomahawk Trail for their patience during the water main project that is completed.  Restoration is also completed.  We now have replaced ¾ of the water mains within the Village.
In a last note, it was another record year for Dollars for Scholars.  We gave away 13 scholarships, totaling $8,450!  This brings our total to 70 scholarships and $52,950 since establishment in 2000.  This is a great accomplishment for such a small village and we look forward to doing much more for our residents in the near future.

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A. Number of Dogs. No person or family shall keep or harbor more than two (2) dogs over the age of two (2) months.
B. Dogs at Large. No person shall permit a dog to run at large. Any dog, if off the premises of the owner thereof, shall be on a leash at all times and shall be attended by and in the charge of a responsible person. No leash shall be longer than six feet (6') in length; provided, however, that this subsection shall not apply to dogs leading blind persons.
C. Places Prohibited.
1. It shall be unlawful for any person to permit any dog, even though on a leash, to be or enter upon any public hall, restaurant, store or shop where food is sold or served in the Village during the time that any such place or establishment is open for use by the public or persons entitled to use the same.
2. It shall be unlawful for any person to permit dogs, with or without a leash, to trespass on private property or on any public parks or playgrounds.
D. Female Dogs in Heat. The owner of any female dog in heat shall keep the same confined or on a leash at all times, and shall not permit such dog to be at large in the public ways, streets, parks or other public places in the Village, or on any premises other than those of the owner, nor allow such female dog in heat to be accessible to other dogs not on the same property.
E. Dangerous Animals. It shall be unlawful to maintain and keep within the corporate limits of the Village any wild mammal, reptile or fowl which is not naturally tame or gentle, but is of a wild nature or disposition or which because of its size, vicious nature or other characteristics would constitute a danger to human life or property. This subsection shall not apply to a duly licensed circus performance, carnival exhibition or other licensed and regulated display or performance.
F. Disturbing Quiet, Damaging Property. It shall be unlawful for an owner to keep, harbor or otherwise maintain a dog in the Village which shall disturb the quiet of any person or neighborhood, or which shall cause damage to the property of any person other than its owner, or which shall cause danger or fear to any person or neighborhood. Further, any dog which shall habitually disturb the quiet of any person or neighborhood, or which shall habitually cause damage to the property of any person other than its owner, or which shall habitually cause danger or fear to any person or neighborhood, is hereby declared to be a public nuisance and may be apprehended and impounded under the regulations of the Lake County Health Department by the Lake County Board of Health or by a police officer.
G. Nuisances. It is hereby declared to be a nuisance for the owner of any barking, howling, biting, vicious or dangerous dog to permit such dog to run at large, unattended as above provided, within the limits of the Village. Any dog found running at large may be impounded as hereinafter provided. A biting dog is hereby defined to be a dog which has bitten, scratched or otherwise injured any person so as to cause abrasion to the skin of such person.
H. Any person owning, possessing, harboring or having the care, charge, control or custody of any dog or domestic animal shall immediately remove and thereafter dispose of any fecal matter deposited by said dog or animal on public or private property without the consent of the owner or person in lawful possession of said property. For the purpose of this subsection H, fecal matter shall be removed by placing said matter in a closed or sealed container and thereafter disposing of it by depositing said matter in a trash receptacle, sanitary disposal unit or other closed or sealed container. It shall furthermore be the duty of any person having custody or control of any dog or domestic animal on or about any public place to have in such person’s possession suitable equipment for the picking up, removal and sanitary disposal of animal feces. The provisions of this subsection H shall not apply to a guide dog accompanying a blind person or to a dog when used in police or rescue activities. (Ord. 83-2, 2-9-83; amd. 1985 Code; Ord. 90-2, 2-14-90; Ord. 93-1, 1-13-93)

You must request a final meter reading to be done prior to moving out.  You also must have an occupancy inspection done by the Village. The fee for this inspection is $75.00.  This is the sellers/landlords responsibility. All fees and past due balances will need to be paid prior to change of occupancy. All new owners/tenants will be required to put a $100 deposit for homes or $200 deposit for apartments.

Ordinance 2008-O-04:  An Ordinance Ascertaining the Prevailing rate of Wages for Laborers, Workmen and Mechanics Employed in the Public Works of This Public Body.


Ordinance 2008-O-05:  An Ordinance Amending Section 8-5-1 of the Round Lake Heights Zoning Ordinance entitled “Nonconforming Uses” to allow the repairing or rebuilding of a building, which has been destroyed or damaged to the extent of over fifty percent of its value, provided that such repairing or rebuilding of the building does not increase the size, bulk, dimensions, or footprint of the damaged or destroyed building.

There are simple steps people can take to avoid problems with coyotes at their homes and while visiting Forest Preserves:


Don’t encourage wildlife to come in or near your home by feeding them.


Keep pet food and water dishes inside, especially at night.


Make sure to turn on outside lights, make noise and observe the area for any signs of wildlife before letting your pets outdoors.


Supervise pets when outdoors and keep dogs leashed when not in a fenced yard.


Don’t allow spilled birdseed to accumulate outside of bird feeders.


Keep grills and barbecues clean.


If possible, don’t keep garbage cans outside or use sturdy cans and keep the lids securely fastened.


Leash pet dogs in Forest Preserves and around marshy areas.

SEVERE WEATHER SIREN INFORMATION





Severe weather sirens are tested on the first Tuesday of the month at 10:00am





There are two main types of sirens used to alert citizens of severe weather:


Long Steady Siren- lasting 3 to 5 minutes indicates conditions are correct for a tornado and that severe weather is approaching the area.  Residents should prepare to take cover.


Oscillating (Up and Down) Siren- lasting 3 to 5 minutes indicates that a tornado has been spotted.  TAKE COVER IMMEDIATELY.  The best place to take cover is in a basement, or small interior room under a heavy table, or a low ditch or ravine if caught outside.





An average bath uses 15 to 25 gallons of hot water while a five-minute shower uses less than 10 gallons.  To save energy, take showers instead of baths.  In addition, when you shower, keep it as short and cool as tolerable.
