Dear Residents:

I would like to thank all of the residents who attended the Tree Lighting Ceremony and Holiday Dinner.  Due to popular demand, we will be going back to the pancake breakfast with Santa next year.
The Village is pleased to announce the launch of the Connect-CTY service.  This is a village-to-resident notification system.  With this service, village leaders, public works, and the police department can send personalized voice messages to residents and businesses within minutes with specific information about time-sensitive or common interest issues such as emergencies, water issues, and community matters.  In the weeks to come we will be doing a test run on the system so we can update phone numbers on all residents.  If you would like to see if you are on the list please contact the village hall.

Another thing that the village is working on is a stimulus package for road and water main improvements. This package will include resurfacing the remaining roads in the old section that have not been done as of yet.  In this same package, we are asking for the remainder of the water main improvements to be completed.  We hope to have an answer from Lake County Planning by early spring.

We did receive a grant to resurface Lotus Drive from Rollins Road to Mohawk Drive.  We will also be doing Hiawatha Trail and Tomahawk Trail west of Lotus.  We hope to complete this by spring or early summer 2009.

On a final note, I would like to let the residents know that we have plenty of salt on hand.  Unfortunately, the price of salt tripled and therefore, we will be mixing our salt with sand this year for the first time in a long time.

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[image: image9.wmf]TIPS FOR SAFE SNOW SHOVELING    [image: image10.wmf]
Having recognized that snow shoveling can injure your back, let’s look at tips to help you avoid such problems.

#1- If you experience pain of any kind, stop immediately and seek assistance.

#2- Choose a snow shovel that is right for you!


*Be sure that your shovel has a curved handle, as it this enables you to keep your back


  Straighter when shoveling.


*Obtain a shovel with an appropriate length handle.  The length is correct when you can

            Slightly bend your knees, flex your back 10 degrees or less, and hold the shovel comfortably


  In your hands at the start of the “shoveling stroke”.


*Sometimes a smaller blade is better than a larger blade.  Although a smaller blade can’t 


  Shovel as much, it avoids the risk of trying to pick up a too heavy pile of snow.


*A plastic shovel blade will generally be lighter than a metal one, thus putting less strain


  On your spine.

#3- Push the snow, do not lift it.  Pushing puts far less strain on the spine than lifting.
#4- Be sure your muscles are warm before you start shoveling.  Cold, tight muscles are more likely 

      To sprain or strain than relaxed muscles.

#5- When you grip the shovel, make sure your hands are at least 12 inches apart.  By creating 

      Distance between your hands, you increase your leverage and reduce the strain on your body.

#6- Your shoveling technique is very important.  The American Academy of Orthopedic Surgeons 

      Recommends: “If you must lift the snow, lift it properly.  Squat with your legs apart, knees bent

      And back straight.  Lift with your legs.  Do not bend at the waist.  Scoop small amounts of snow

      Into the shovel and walk to where you want to dump it.  Holding a shovel of snow with your 

      Arms outstretched puts too much weight on your spine.  Never remove deep snow all at once,

      Do it piecemeal.”  In addition to these comments, remember to move your feet rather than 

      Twisting.

#7- Never throw snow over your shoulder.

#8- Remember that wet snow can be very heavy.  One full shovel load can weigh as much as 

      25 pounds.

#9- Pace yourself by taking frequent breaks to gently stretch your back, arms, and legs.

#10- Consider buying a snow-blower.  When used correctly, a snow-blower will put far less strain

      On your back than snow shoveling.

By following these tips, you are far less likely to be injured while shoveling snow.

Finally, for those of us who are able bodied, it is always worth remembering neighbors on your block who might not be able to remove the snow from their sidewalks.  A few minutes of help can make the world of difference as well as make you a good neighbor!

REMINDERS








Preventing frozen pipes during cold months:





Water freezes when heat in the water is transferred to subfreezing air. The best way to keep water in pipes from freezing is to slow or stop this transfer of heat. 


Letting a faucet drip during extreme cold weather can prevent a pipe from bursting. It's not that a small flow of water prevents freezing; this helps, but water can freeze even with a slow flow. 


If you open a faucet and no water comes out, don't take any chances. Call a plumber. If a water pipe bursts, turn off the water at the main shut-off valve (usually at the water meter or where the main line enters the house); leave the faucet(s) open until repairs are completed. Don't try to thaw a frozen pipe with an open flame; as this will damage the pipe and may even start a building fire. You might be able to thaw a pipe with a hand-held hair dryer. Slowly apply heat, starting close to the faucet end of the pipe, with the faucet open. Work toward the coldest section. Don't use electrical appliances while standing in water; you could get electrocuted.








Pet Safety 





Salt and other chemicals used to melt snow and ice can irritate the pads of your pet’s feet.  Wipe the feet with a damp towel before your pet licks them and irritates his or her mouth.  You can also purchase “pet safe” salt at most retail stores.
